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1. ABOUT THE SAMPLE REGISTRATION SYSTEM (SRS)


The Sample Registration System (SRS) is a large-scale demographic survey for providing reliable annual estimates of birth rate, death rate and other fertility & mortality indicators at the national and sub-national levels. Initiated on a pilot basis by the OFFICE OF THE REGISTRAR GENERAL, INDIA in a few selected states in 1964-65, it became fully operational during 1969-70 with about 3700 sample units. The field investigation consists of continuous enumeration of births and deaths in selected sample units by resident part time enumerators, generally anganwadi workers & teachers, and an independent survey every six months by SRS supervisors. The data obtained by these two independent functionaries are matched.  The unmatched and partially matched events are re-verified in the field and thereafter an unduplicated count of births and deaths is obtained.  The sample unit in rural areas is a village or a segment of it, if the village population is 2000 or more.  In urban areas, the sampling unit is a census enumeration block with population ranging from 750 to 1000. The SRS sample is replaced every ten years based on the latest census frame. It had been a practice to stagger the replacement process over 2-3 years. However, the latest replacement has been carried out in one go. Effective from January 2004, this sample is based on the 2001 Census frame. At present, SRS is operational in 7,597 sample units (4,433 rural and 3,164 urban) spread across all States and Union territories and covers about 1.4 million households and 7.01 million population.

2. Million Death Study in the historic review of SRS
The revision of SRS sampling frame is undertaken in every ten years based on the results of latest census. While changing the sample, modifications in the sampling design; wider representation of population; overcoming the limitations in the existing scheme; meeting the additional requirements are taken into account. The first replacement was carried out in 1977-78 and the last being in 2004. Whereas the replacement of samples in earlier years was undertaken in phases spread over 2-3 years, the replacement in 2004 was done in one go within a year. The following table provides the sample size in different replacement period.

4. SRS Sample Unit identification code

 Sample unit code consists of 10  digits unique number and is to be assigned to each SRSD unit. The following  table illustrates how numbers are assigned in its order.

State code : Each state has given a 2 digit unique identification number. This is mostly equivalent to code used in immediate population census. 

Rural/Urban :  1 for rural areas 2 for urban areas

Natural division : natural division is a group of contiguous district and it can be varied from 1 to 6 within a state. SRS natural divisions are formed only in rural  areas. If the unit is located in a urban area then  code will be ‘0’.

District: 2 digit state codes have been  defined within each state. This also equivalent to district code used in recent population census.

Stratum :  Villages in rural areas are categorized in 2 strata based on population size.  1 for population < 2000 and 2 for  population more than 2000. The town/cities in urban raes are categorized into 4 strata based on the size of the population  < 100,000, 100,000-500,000,  >500,000 and four metro cities of Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai and Kalkata treated as separate strata.

Unit no. : Continues serial number starting first to last house  within the  SRS unit.    
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
